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[1] Ghanim Al-Muftah, who appeared at the last World Cup opening
ceremony, was born in 2002 with a rare disease known as Caudal
Regression Syndrome. This disease affects the lower parts of the body.
However, rather than allowing this handicap to impact his life, he decided
to overcome obstacles with positivity. Before being born, many doctors
urged his mother to have an abortion. But she decided to have the child.
After his birth, doctors thought he wouldn’t live more than 15 years, but he
outlived it. As he grew up, all the people expected him to use a wheelchair,
but he challenged them and insisted on moving around on his hands.

[2] Ghanim lives a normal life. So, at the age of seven, he played football with his school friends, with
shoes on his hands instead of his feet. He also learned to swim and do judo. Later on, he took up scuba
diving, ice-hockey and mountain climbing. His dream is to climb Mount Everest. He believes that
everyone has the right to dream and have ambitions.

[3] At first, it was difficult for him to integrate into the school community because of bullying from his
classmates. Moreover, many schools refused to admit him. But his encouraging mom managed to change
his classmates’ views about him. “Without my mom’s support, my education will be at stake,” Ghanim
said. Now he is doing his bachelor’s degree in political sciences. His ambition is to work as a diplomat
and later be the prime minister of Qatar.

[4] As an influencer, Ghanim is actually followed by millions all over his social media platforms.
The young man has become so popular, with more than 3.4 M followers on Instagram and 1.4 M
subscribers on YouTube. He was also named Ambassador of Peace in 2014. On March 18th in 2015, he
won a youth award at the Arab Social Media Influencer Summit for the popularity of his Instagram
account. He also won the Social Entrepreneur of the Year award in 2022.

[S] At the football World Cup opening ceremony, Ghanim
shared the stage with the renowned Hollywood actor Morgan
Freeman. Spectators wowed at his beautiful message. "We sent out
the call; everyone is welcome. This is an invitation to the whole
world. With tolerance and respect, we can live together in one big
- home," he said. To this invitation, Freeman replied: "What unites
3 us here, in this moment, is so much greater than what divides us.
How can we make it last longer than just today?”
